Introduction

During the scientific research and conservation work very often it is
necessary to apply to the peculiarities of behavior, methods of conservation
and description of habitat of a species of animal. In the works of this kind it
is often necessary to specify the name of the animal not only adopted by its
scientific name in Latin, but also in Armenian, Russian and English
languages. The creation of such a database would be greatly facilitated and
made more productive for further scientific work of specialists in the field
of zoology, as well as it would be useful for a wider circle of people
interested in the wildlife of Armenia. To achieve this goal, we carried out
work on creation of scientific vocabulary, including 565 species of
vertebrates of Armenia in Latin, Armenian, Russian and English languages.
The dictionary gives them the most frequently used name (names),
corresponding to modern systematic and linguistic and grammatical
requirements.

In compiling the dictionary of Armenia vertebrate animals all the
modern and reliable literary sources were used, including the list of the
International Union for Conservation of Nature (IUCN) and the Red Book
of Armenia. Also we took into account all local the most commonly used
name.

This publication is not a research work in the field of taxonomy, and
only carries basic information regarding the below listed groups of animals.

In the dictionary the names of animals are placed in classes in the
following order:

6. The class of Ray-finned Fish

7. The class of Amphibians

8. The class of reptiles or reptiles

9. The class of Birds

10. The class of Mammals

Taxonomic division into smaller ranks is not given, so as not to
overload the dictionary and make it extremely easy to use. Guided by the
"International Code of Zoological Nomenclature", Latin names of species in
each class are given in alphabetical order. At the beginning of the list of
species names of each class provides a brief description. At the end of the
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vocabulary are presented names of animals in alphabetical order of the
Latin, Armenian, Russian and English with the page number.

Below is a structural model of the dictionary. From the beginning is
given the Latin name of the species, and under it are mentioned its
synonyms. In the case of absence of synonyms, this line is left blank.
Armenian, Russian and English names are given on the next line. In some
cases, the most common synonyms of Armenian, Russian and English
names are given. To avoid confusion with the new names of some species,
old names are also presented. The old name is mentioned in parentheses.

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Class Ray-finned Fish

Representatives of the bony fish are found in almost all basins with a
variety of habitat conditions, which explains their diversity. The most
extensive among vertebrates, with over 32 000 species.

Among the group of bony fish is considered to be the most highly
organized class of ray-finned fish (Actinopterygii). They are divided into
two subclasses: Chondrostei and Neopterygii. The first subclass includes
several ancient origin groups of fish. The majority of the units belong to the
younger group - Neopterygii. In this subclass there are two infraclasses -
Holostei and bony fish (Teleostei) - all members of our fish fauna belong to
this, the second, the infraclass.

The skeleton of such fish fully or partially ossified, and in the case of a
cartilage skeleton bones always present coating. The body of fish is covered
with cycloid or ctenoid type of scales, which, respectively, has smooth or
jagged edges. In contrast to the cartilaginous fish, bony fish don’t have bony
gill, and gill filaments sit directly on the gill arch. Always presents gill lid
that covers the outside gill apparatus. Most species have a swim bladder.
Fertilization is mostly external, only a few species have internal fertilization
and ovoviviparity.

In Armenia 41 species of fish are found.

Class of Amphibians

Amphibians are the first class of terrestrial vertebrates, but they have
retained a number of features peculiar to their aquatic ancestors. Eggs of the
representatives of this class do not have a dense shell and for their normal
development, they need water environment. The individual development of
amphibians characterized by the presence of metamorphosis, when the
larvae have exclusively aquatic lifestyle, and adults - semi-aquatic.
Amphibian skin is covered with mucus, and don’t have any formations -
scales, feathers, etc. The respiratory function of larvals performs external
gills and the function of adult amphibians - lungs. However, a major role in
gas exchange also performs skin, while many types of skin respiration in
varying degrees superior pulmonary.

Modern amphibians are represented about 6 400 species and 7 species
of them live in Armenia.

Class of Reptiles

Reptiles are the first truly terrestrial vertebrates. The skin of reptiles is
covered with horny formations in the form of flakes. The skin is dry; skin
cancer is almost completely absent but there are rare exceptions. The axial
skeleton is divided into four sections. They live mostly in warm and
temperate climates, because they are cold-blooded (poikilothermic) animals
and can not retain body heat during cold weather for a long time. The
process of respiration is carried out solely with lungs. Fertilization is
internal. The reptiles are oviparous, ovoviviparous, or with a few exceptions
— viviparous. The eggs are covered with parchment or leathery shell, and
egg yolks contain reserves and proteins. The development takes place
without metamorphosis. Many reptiles went to an aquatic life for the second
time.

The class of Birds

Birds are a group of poikilothermic - warm-blooded animals. The body
is covered with feathers and almost devoid of glands, except coccyx gland.
The feet are stored with horny scales. The forelimbs are modified into
wings. In connection with the flight, the birds’ body has undergone a
number of changes: to reduce the weight of evolved a structure of bones,
there was a reduction of some of the paired organs, etc. In the respiratory
system appears air sacs which are involved in the process of double
breathing. The axial skeleton is divided into four sections. Fertilization is
internal. Oviparous. The eggs are covered with shells and rich with protein
and egg yolk.

The class of Mammals

Mammals are the highest class of vertebrates characterized by constant
high body temperature. The skin is rich in iron, and the majority is covered
with hair. The axial skeleton is divided into 5 sections, and the cervical
spine for all members of the class, with the exception of only 3 species, are
represented by seven vertebrae. The vast majority are viviparous, with the
exception of the representatives of the lower class (the platypus, echidna
and varieties of spiny anteaters). Fertilization is internal. Cubs feed milk.

The class is represented by a great variety of forms, including, in
addition to land, are found underground, flying, burrowing and swimming.
Members of this class have taken all possible habitats on the planet.

The class is divided into two very different in size, subclass: yinotheria
and theria. All species found in Armenia belong to the theria subclass.
