COURSE OVERVIEW AND DESCRIPTION

This course involves new theoretical concepts and approaches to
public administration. The new concept of public administration owes
much to traditional public administration but differs in that the former
focuses on new managerial and organizational standards and indicators.
The course introduces conceptual, managerial and technological changes
of public administration, including the study of strategic concepts and
techniques in the public and private sectors suitable for and based on a
new governance concept. All the materials cover and reviewe the new
paradigms in public administration, planning and organizing functions,
efficient management, personnel recruitment and communication,
decision-making processes, etc. In response to the ever-changing needs
of humankind, the course examines public administration theory and
related concepts, how the centuries-old discipline developed from its
introduction, interpretation and application. The new concepts of public
administration introduces changes in managerial thinking, logic, and
new trends in administrative science. Each of the chapters is designed to
develop the knowledge and skills necessary for effective governance in
different parts of government.

The three main factors contributing to the theoretical development
of the current stage of the Public Administration are: conceptual, human
and technological. The conceptual factor attaches importance to the
process perspectives and orientation, predicting and planning. The
humanity factor emphasizes the necessity of all resources (human,
material, spiritual, etc.) which would guarantee more effective
management procedures. The importance of this factor is more explicit
within the framework of modern global processes and in terms of various
actors and institutions of governance. As for technological factors, their
applicability is just a necessity in the "New Public Management" system.

The accomplishment of information systems and introduction of new



technologies into a public administration system enable the creation of
the logistics bases for using information technology capabilities. Their
ever-increasing role and credibility contributes to the further
development and upgrading of the public outreach system.

The comprehensive studies on “New Public Management” concept
should continue to develop the public administration system in the
future and to transfer to later generations.

“The Public Administration Theory” (Part 2) syllabus is designed for
students at bachelor's degree program in public administration and
related disciplines. The course includes an introduction that, in turn,
provides an overview and objectives, the desired course outcomes, the
timetables, the criteria for grading, the number of credits, as well as the

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PURPOSE OF THE COURSE

In order to meet the the modern challenges of new era of
governance it is necessary to redefine and modernize the objectives of
public administration. The concept of "good governance" that has been
introduced into the governance system of developed countries aims to
create new economic infrastructures and effective public services. In this
sense, the necessity to study the aforementioned process becomes
important.

The course covers both theoretical and practical issues on the
discipline of Public Administration. The analysis is based on thorough
examination of the methodological principles, functions, objectives of
“New public management” and other concepts.

Changes of basic assumptions of theory and practice, the political
and economic conditions, theoretical priorities and current trends are
the prior issues with the course framework. It provides an opportunity to
clarify the administrative and governance specifics of public and private
(business) organization models, power relations, decision-making process
and key actors, etc.

Unlike the classical “Public dministration theory, which focuses on
management specialization, forms of work organization, etc., the
academic framework of "New public management" includes oversight,
accountability, and policy implementation issues.

The purpose of the course is to:

e explore the origins of "New public management", paradigm shift
and current development trends,

e study the mechanisms of oversight, accountability, and policy
implications of the "New public management" theory,

e analyze conceptual approaches to theoretical and practical issues
of public administration as well as new forms and models of power

relations,

e specify the main features of management and organization in
public and private sectors.
