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Introduction: Georgia due to its favorable positiontheoretically has the
opportunity to have pragmatism-based political course. But strategical allocation
does not mean automatically that the country can afford such policy. Small
countries like Georgia choose between bad and worse. Change of their political
vector depends on political situation in the region. And the processes in the
region entail from the world order being adjusted to the interests of political
actors.

Considering opportunities of Georgia from this point of view, there is less
basis for optimism but that shall not be comprehended as insuperable standing.
Political management shall work according to the principle of maximal
implementation. Although political management of Georgia leans upon not only
geographically small country but economically weak and institutionally failed
state and that reality shall not allow to make many advantageous maneuvers, but
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it still has the choice of diplomatic maneuvering and shall do the most in that
direction.

Reality of the world and therefore in Transcaucasia permanently puts
Georgia into the standing when particular conjuncture shall be considered. But it
is vital for the country to care permanently for expansion of cooperation with
regional neighbors. Approaches of the country shall be reconsidered from this
point of view, and not only for Georgia, all the neighboring states of the region
shall analyze that more cooperation is required as only that way it will be
possible to change political balance gradually, the one making the countries of
Transcaucasia to make forced steps. If there is solid political will in approaches
of the states in the region, the processes will come out of the closed circle and
the countries of Transcaucasia will be positioned with dignity in regional
balance.

Theoretical framework, in which we are trying to study foreign policy
strategy of Georgia and its role in peace processes is Neorealism Theory.

According to this theory, interstate relations are defined by the structure of
international system. But international policy is not mechanical sum of sovereign
states and other participants involved into the system, but are defined with the
peculiarities characteristic for the system and enable comparatively weak players
based upon their own forces to change its place and role in international system.

According to our reality the regional balance with exists in Transcaucasia is
controlled by the Russian Federation. Any attempt to enter into area of its
interests is opposed with strict actions of Russia. Thus, small countries like
Georgia often are forced to act in limited political area and not to disturb the set
order.

Though, it might be said that Georgia from that point of view tried to make
bold political steps towards Europe and NATO and notwithstanding the fact that
the country has been punished for that several times, Georgia is trying to follow
its own way. That is the case when Georgia approaches correctly realization of
its strategical interests and tries to settle with dignity on the world political map.

That is — Georgia shall not wait what political steps it will be forced to
make due to international order, but by developing of new approaches and in
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some sense, trying to introduce more dissonance into the regional order, shall try
to restore its territorial integrity and have opportunity to choose freely.

Research issues:There are lots of issues and some of them are hard to
reply. One of the actual issues areis related to consider change in approaches of
Russia towards the countries in the region in the nearest future. Whether it makes
sense to wait for Russia to get involved into negotiations as equal partner. On
one hand, those are justified issues, but on the other hand, they seem sillyas it is
inutile to wait for any change. And at the same time, positive resolution of those
issues is the critical point which might change fundamentally the situation in the
region, and that would be advantageous for Russia in particular. Russian political
elite shall realize that it is possible to settle as the leading state without super
power methods, but relations based upon cooperation and mutual benefits might
bring more good for all the parties. If such moment does not come for Russian
policy as the critical point, factually there is no hope to wait for any change of
the current situation.Therefore, often all those political decisions made by
political elite of the countries in the region become completely comprehensive.

Idea of researchstands with the fact that Russia as the most powerful
player in the region applying for all the methods will try not only to lose but also
to reinforce control over the former soviet republics and not to allow expansion
of cooperation among the states in Transcaucasia. Taking that into account,
Georgian diplomacy shall do its best in order to assure the Russian Federation
that the policy of the country is not aimed against Russia and that expansion of
cooperation in Transcaucasia creates better economic environment for all the
countries in the region.

1. Benefits of geographic allocation:advantageous geographic allocation
was crucial in defining ofrole and place of Georgia on world new map in early
90s. That was not realization of strategic steps placed by Georgian state officials
but geographic standing, good intersection of interests and that was realization of
American interests and not only in Transcaucasia. What Georgia does in order to
master all those opportunities provided by the geographic allocation?In the first
place all those benefits shall be defined, and that means not only implementation
of transit function. One of the many is along with consideration of strategic
allies, to reinforce relations with other political actors. Relations with Iran
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especially shall be taken into account all the more Iran has been exempted from
sanctions. Before sanctions Georgian policy towards Iran was more
inconsecutive. For example, interruption of bank transactions related to the
happenings of recent years,termination of visa-free travel might be considered.
But taking into account earlier period, it seems Georgia failed to consider the
greatest potential in that direction. Notwithstanding political conjuncture, it was
possible to expand cooperation e.g. in the field of economy. Considering low
indications oftrading and economic turnover of Georgia and Iran, only cultural
relations of two countries might be implemented at high level, which is only
possible thanks to Georgian scientists. We believe it will be advantageous to
expand strategic cooperation with Iran, which might bring interesting crucial
moments to the regional political balance, and that should be one of the main
tasks for foreign economic priorities of Georgia.

2. Thilisi — political tribune:The government shall facilitate to turning
Thilisi to niche for high level meetings and negotiations. Although, diplomatic
relations are ceased among several states (Georgia and Russia, Azerbaijan and
Armenia, Armenia and Turkey), but political dialogue is being held among them
and the place of such meetings is Thilisi. Georgia shall reinforce that function
and develop itself as political center, where in the first place delegation of
neighboring countries will be able to hold negotiations.

Conclusions: Nevertheless Georgia is weak state, which often cannot act
according to its interests and has to consider political conjuncture in the region,
we still believe that since 90s Georgia has lost several opportunities to become
economically as well as politically powerful state. The country failed to use
completely its potential. We consider necessity to develop new approaches as
well as to define foreign political goals better, which would facilitate its route on
Euro-Atlantic choice.

Recommendations: Due to its long-term goals, Georgian government shall
continue its dialogue with all the parties, among them with Russia also, as it is
necessary to restore diplomatic relations, to start multilateral relations from the
very beginning. Besides, the government shall manage to use the role of Georgia
as of the mediator country in the dialogue among the countries in the regionand
to start strategic dialogue with one of the leading states of the region - Iran.
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Gravity of political standing in Transcaucasia imposes huge responsibility
over those politicians and analysts establishing such policy. Conflict of interests
does not disturb the truth and natural justice. Principles of peaceful cohabitation
and human rights might not be neglected completely. In such case even existence
would lose its sense.

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Neighborly relations with all of its neighbors as a means for stability in the
region and precondition for sustainable development is of priority to Armenia.
Under dissimilar economic, political and social circumstances and different
religions, Armenia, Georgia and Azerbaijan, and the regional powers, Russia,
Iran and Turkey, are connected by regional interdependence and inevitable
neighborhood. Therefore, a multi-dimensional approach to foreign policy and
using “people’s diplomacy” as one of the means for establishing, normalizing
and maintaining peaceful and undisturbed relations with the neighbor is of
importance to national security and stability in the region.

Dispute over recognition of the Armenian Genocide 1915 and the military
conflict of 1991 over Nagorno-Karabakh have created tense relations with two of
immediate neighbors of Armenia - Turkey and Azerbaijan. The Turkish-
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Armenian rapprochement, which officially concluded in 2009 with the Protocols
on the establishment of diplomatic relations and development of bilateral
relations, was suspended and the official relations between both countries remain
at a minimum level. Normalization of Armenian-Turkish relations is linked to
Karabakh issue, opposing Armenia and Azerbaijan. The conflict over Nagorno
Karabakh is considered the longest in OSCE area and of fundamental security
threat to the South Caucasus, with adverse impact on economic development and
regional relation building.

While “track I” developments remain slow and official interactions are
discouraging, “track II” diplomacy is trying to build up bottom-up pressure for
peace and conflict transformation. Civil society initiatives are among the most
important cross-border activities maintaining dialogue and exchange.

Civil society is considered, not yet fully recognized by “track I’ diplomacy,
a strong force in advancing the peace process. For the role of civil society to be
fulfilled, a strong political will and consistent commitment on the part of the
decision makers to involve civil society in peace building and search of mutually
acceptable solutions should be displayed, independence and safety of CSOs
ensured.

According to the Ministry of Justice, there are 4,607 nongovernmental
organizations (NGOs) and foundations in Armenia, although only 15 to 20
percent are consistently active.” Generally, Armenian CSOs are not directly
engaged with conflict-related issues, they are mainly active in the field of
environmental concerns and urban conservationism, democracy, freedom of
speech and mass media, human rights and the rule of law. The functioning NGOs
are facing financial as well as technical problems. They are often concentrated in
capital cities and regional NGOs usually lack basic infrastructure to operate.
Political environment makes complicated and in certain instances already
impossible involvement of NGOs in cross-border activities. Some NGOs oppose
participation of each other in different cultural, educational, sports initiatives,
denounce those who are involved in cross-border initiatives traitors. Within a
complex context, grassroots engagement in peace building is minimal and no
real efforts have been made to connect the grassroots to the peace process and
top-level actors.

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While top-down approaches are decisive and need yet to materialize,
dialogue for peace and reconciliation can be built from bottom-up and the civil
society has a role to play in the process. Although advocacy efforts are aimed at
top level leaders and civil society has little power to influence the discourse on
the level of “track I,” efforts can be put within civil society groups, that can
support peace building and conflict transformation process by providing their
vision for peace, alternative and unbiased information on conflict issues, by
maintaining direct communication and linkages across, evolving trust building
activities with and between sides, which can contribute to demolishing the
enemy image of the “other” side, so far as they know their country well,
including local institutions and political culture, and have access to different
groups of population. In not distant past NGOs used to play the only open
channel of cross-border communication and cooperation in the conditions of
hostility between Armenia and Azerbaijan. These efforts have sunk to the lowest
point now, if existent at all.

Deliberating about feasible steps in the direction of peace building and
conflict transformation for today capacity building and reflection on “peace” as
of a value can be thought of. These can be realistic opportunities for learning and
involving wider public into discussions. Armenia Round Table Foundation's
efforts fit into this category of practical and workable solutions.

The ecumenical Armenia Round Table Foundation (ART) has been
engaged in peace building activities since 2005. The Round Table itself began in
1996 and ever since it has brought together Armenian churches, local non-
governmental organizations, and church-related partners with a shared
commitment to working together to address some of the fundamental social
problems of the country.

Initial steps in peace building were carried out in cooperation with a
counterpart NGO from Azerbaijan, when a comprehensive public awareness
campaign over peace and reconciliation was launched in home countries. The
partners jointly produced several documentary films, held public discussions
with the watching of documentaries in both countries, distilled youth groups
from own countries met several times and evolved cross-border activities and

communication. The project was an outstanding pro-peace public initiative in
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Armenia coupled with a reciprocal implementation in Azerbaijan. However,
political developments in Azerbaijan over past years and unprecedented
Azerbaijani military hostility in this April have seriously challenged the efforts
and work of many of civil society organizations in peace building. Given
difficult context in Azerbaijan, ever narrowing space for engagement of civil
society into “track II” diplomacy and working with Armenian counterparts, it
was complicated to maintain reciprocal project implementation and the project
shifted its mode and focus. ART has started with “Armenia and neighbors.
Looking for peace” project which aims to articulate together with civil society
organizations a vision for living in neighborhood and builds youth capacity in
conflict transformation and leadership. The added value of ART work in peace is
in enhancing space for actions of civil society in conflict transformation. ART,
being a Church founded organization, is in a position of bringing different
stakeholders for dialogue and partnership. In cooperation with higher educational
institutes, ART strengthens local capacity for conflict transformation,
particularly it works on inclusion of conflict transformation and leadership
course into curriculum of higher educational institutes to institutionalize
knowledge and professionalize youth of today, agents of change and peace
ambassadors of tomorrow. Besides, ART in cooperation with one of the local TV
channels invites media round table discussions on the theme “Armenia and
Neighbors” with the involvement of civil society organizations, think tanks,
experts, journalists, public opinion leaders from Armenia, Georgia, Iran and
Turkey who share their vision for relation building and co-existence with
neighborhood with wider public in Armenia.

With the promising developments and achievements of the project, it yet
should be noted that CSOs could record considerably higher degree of
achievement, should they enjoy a stronger back up and support by “track I”. As
there is a high level of interdependency between political processes at home and
in the neighborhood and activities of civil society organizations, availing a
conductive environment for pro-peace activities is critical. In the circumstance if
such a setting is enabled, a handful of operating projects will emerge as
multipliers and reap more visible benefits for a notion “no alternative to peace”

to fulfill with more success in practice.

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Incentives of development in economic relations for each of the southern
Caucasus countries and Iran are different and at the same time are very important
for them. In recent years, Azerbaijan has established closer ties with Turkey,
Armenia has drawn closer to Russia and Georgia turned more to the West. All
three maintain economic ties to Russia, to varying degrees. Iran has built
relations with each of the three states, but it remains to be seen whether its
interest in the Caucasus will continue as before now it can reach out to bigger
international markets.

In this middle, the relation between Azerbaijan and Iran suffers from some
hurdles like tight political relationship with Turkey, which is the main political
competitor of Iran in the region, and some ethnic problems that historically they
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have. This caused that Iran consider relationship with Armenia and Georgia, as a
strategic relation. Recently despite lifting of sanctions and the prospect of
expansion of relations between Iran and the west, it seems that this strategic
relation will be remain. It seems that there are some obstacles in this area that
actually prevents development of economic relations and we try to consider
some of them on this paper.

Deferred projects between Iran and Armenia

While sanctions were in place, relations between these two countries were
partly based on their respective international isolation. Armenia can only trade
with the neighboring countries of Iran and Georgia, as the borders with
Azerbaijan and Turkey are closed due to a blockade by Baku and Ankara. This
means that Yerevan's approach to Iran has long been highly pragmatic and goal-
oriented. The two countries already have a number of economic agreements in
place. According to experts, the lifting of sanctions will give Armenia an
opportunity to intensify this commercial and energy cooperation. But its
effectiveness will depend on the flexibility of Armenia’s leadership, which has to
be careful to avoid giving its powerful northern ally Russia the impression that
its security concerns are being disregarded.

Armenia Southern Railway Project: Under the INSTC® strategic route
witch connects India to Iran, Russia, Europe, and Central Asia, the portion which
connects black see important ports to the this route was always a major
deficiency. There are two possible path for this route to be establish. One is via
Astara ports of Iran and Azerbaijan and the other is via Armenia southern
railway project. The agreements of operation and financing of the project started
in 2007 and several phases of feasibility studies have been done for it. The final
feasibility study results’ indicated that the Southern Armenia Railway would cost
approximately US $3.5 billion to construct, have a length of 305 kilometers from
Gagarin to Agarak, and provide a base operating capacity of 25 million tons per
annum. The railway will have 84 bridges spanning 19.6 kilometers and 60
tunnels of 102.3 kilometers, comprising 40% of the total project length. This will

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be the most efficient route from Poti and Batumi to Persian Gulf and can boost
both, Armenia and Iran economies. Despite of the importance of this project, it
remains an Armenian project, for the implementation of which the Armenian
side needs to find financing. Iran is interested in it, but not enough to make huge
investments. Moreover, Tehran will soon have a north-south rail connection
through Azerbaijan, which will likely make the Armenian route redundant.

Energy Projects: The Armenian authorities and experts view the field of
energy as the most promising for increased bilateral cooperation, especially
against the background of Georgia’s interest in importing gas from Iran through
Armenia’s pipeline infrastructure. This would turn Armenia into a gas transit
state. Armenia currently buys Iranian gas via a barter scheme in exchange for
electricity. The capacity of the Iran-Armenia pipeline is 2.2 billion cubic meters
per year. Armenia now receive less than 400 million cubic meters from Iran per
year. Consequently, this can be a transit pipeline, if necessary, Specially after
Georgian government desire to import gas from Iran via Armenia as an
alternative for Azerbaijan gas. Ongoing discussions between two countries focus
on about 500 million cubic meters per year. This is a promising project since
here Armenia has an opportunity to step up energy cooperation with Iran and in
this way import more Iranian gas to its market and supply Iran with more
electricity.

At the other side, Armenia can be considered as a gas transit for the
potential gas swap project between Russia and Iran. The pipeline which is now
available between Russia and Armenia, crosses via Georgia. This pipeline has
the capacity of 3 billion cubic meters that 2 billion of it has been used to
supply gas for Armenia. So the remaining 1 billion cubic meters’ capacity
is not very significant for the swap of gas between Russia and Iran. On
the other hand, Russia and Iran are strong competitors in the field of
energy. This pales any strong energy project development in Caucasian
area.

Power Plant and other projects: Another auspicious project is the
planned construction of a hydro power plant on the Arax river near Armenia’s
southern border town of Meghri, which was signed by Yerevan and Tehran in

63



2007. The 323-million-dollar project was to be financed and operated by Iran
and to be transferred to Armenia’s ownership after 15 years of operation.
Construction was started in 2012, but has not been completed; its
implementation required funding which Armenia and Iran could not afford in the
era of sanctions. Armenia and Iran now want to start a new round of negotiation
over the project, for which dates have yet to be announced. Building a joint
refinery in Armenia is also no longer relevant. With the lifting of sanctions and
Iran’s access to technological advances, the situation has changed. Iran can now
build a refinery on its own territory.

Free Trade Zones

Free trade zones have very important role for the host country to benefit
from direct investment and foreign countries which participate in these zones.
This facility has not been used effectively between Iran and Caucasus countries
specially Armenia. The creation of a free trade zone with Iran can make
Armenia’s trade relations with Iran reach a new, higher level. That is Armenia
can become not only economic, but also political and diplomatic partners with
Iran. It will be beneficial in terms of the development of Armenia’s economic
competitiveness. Armenia will become more appealing for some European
countries, major international investors, as well as it will serve as a bridge
between Europe and the Customs Union. The creation of this zone will enable
Iran to use Armenia to enter the Customs Union, European countries, or Eurasian
Economic Union, integrate into their markets. And by founding productions in
the territory of Armenia, Iran will be able to much more quickly master the rules
of global business, since Armenia is already in this process. The goods produced
in the zone will also enjoy preferential trade regimes as Armenia has established
with the EU, United States, Canada, Switzerland, and Japan.

Trade volume between Armenia and Iran

Before analyzing trade problems between two countries, lets have a look at
the Armenia total trade between countries. Figure 1 shows Armenia total import
in 2014 and figure 2 shows total export at this year. figures 3 and 4 shows the

Despite of big historical alliance between two countries, Iran as the biggest
neighbor of Armenia, shares just 4.6% of Armenia Import and worse than that,
below 1% export of Armenia. It is clear that there should be a complex problem
in trade between two countries. Among some political issues that exist in the
case of competition between Russia and Iran in this area, high customs
formalities and taxes, lack of clearance of rules for trade, low price of energy in
Iran and subsidies that Iranian producers benefit from state are the major trade
problems between Iran and Armenia.

Tourism development

The ease of access to Caucasian countries and Iran makes the tourism
industry between these countries very attractive. High social and political
security, cultural similarities, low cost of traveling, and delightful tourism
products, are the most positive factors of interests among tourists in this area.
The main parts of tourism programs that should be considered by these countries
are product diversification, product intensification, and product linkage. In Iran,
particularly, product diversification suffers from lack of variety specially in the
entertainment products. There are good opportunities in the case of health
products in Iran that again has not been used effectively up to now. For the
enhancement of intensification part of tourism products, any investment in this
area should be done in a ling term manner planned program and should include
education of expert human resources.

Armenia as an administrative hub for Iranian companies

According to many international indices, whether the Global Information
Technology Report, Networked Readiness Index or Doing Business, Armenia is
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ahead of Iran. Armenia’s advantages create a fertile ground for international
companies wishing to work in the Iranian market to choose Armenia for their
office location. International corporations seeking to work in the Iranian market
will be more comfortable in Armenia, not only because of its attractive business
climate, but because of specific features of Iran’s financial system such as
Islamic banking. To these companies, Iran is attractive as a market, but it is not a
place to service business. This could become a niche opportunity for Armenia,
but whether this scheme will work depends on the potential and initiative of the
Armenian side. When it comes to the sphere of trade, Armenian experts are less
optimistic9.

Future opportunities

Armenia is the sole Eurasian Economic Union member state that shares a
land border with Iran, and could thus be a gateway for Iranian goods to the 5
billion-strong markets of Eurasia and Europe. Finalizing the deferred and
unfinished projects can boost their wills to develop their economic relations.
Creation of free trade zone or trade hub in Armenia can create opportunities,
which Iranian goods and services could be re-exported not only to Belarus,
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Russia'’, but also to Europe and the United States.
Many of the 6,400 items the European Union allows to be imported from
Armenia, Georgia and Azerbaijan at GSP'' tariffs and most of 3400 goods that
United Stated allow to import at the same tariffs, can be supplied by Iranian
manufacturers.

Conclusion

At first glance, it may seems hat the South Caucasus market, with a
combined population of just over 16 million, is not very significant for Iranian
exporters. The purchasing power of the three states is also relatively low. Despite
that Iran has the opportunity to trade with large partners, such as China and
India, which are close to Iran, And, of course, western Europe, The Caucasus
region will always remain strategic as an alternative transit route and world
market entrance gateway.
